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BURYING THE ALLELUIA

Traditionally, we set aside saying or singing “Alleluia” during the season of Lent.  It has become a tradition of many congregations (and of mine) to make a big deal about this Lenten observance on Transfiguration Sunday (the Sunday before Ash Wednesday) and the return of the Alleluia on Easter Sunday.  I make a big deal about it because it is a tradition worth observing and worth understanding.

Literally translated, Alleluia means “praise you Yahweh.”  In the 14th century, it began being used to mean “above.”  Lent is not a time of praise, but rather a time of repentance.  It is not about things above, but instead about the earthiest of things – our mortality; dying and rising; sin and imperfection.

The praise of “Alleluia” becomes a stark contrast on Easter morning as we are confronted with the least grounded of stories, the story that Jesus is risen, and we shall be raised!  The Alleluia is sweeter; the praise becomes an outpouring of our new-found freedom.  This is because we have journeyed through a season turned inward looking for good news amidst the stark reality that we are not the gods we have imagined ourselves to be.  Lent restores our perspective about how great our God is and how grateful we are.

Please don’t miss our special ritual of burying the Alleluia on Sunday, March 3.  It’s a tangible way we begin this Lenten journey together.

Six youth from the EBLYP, Pastor Craig, and I visited Crown Bay Nursing Home on February 9 with hopes of being blessings there.  God had bigger plans, and my toes still tingle thinking about it.

The youth who were able to come (straight from an overnight event at St. Paul) included Amalie, Iris, Elsa, Hanna, Charlie, and Cecil.  They came ready with valentines that they had made to share.  We gathered to explore thoughts and pray before starting our visits….and then God let us have it.

One of our first visits was with a woman named Mary, who told us several times that she was 92 and that in her lifetime she had never seen God forsake the righteous.  She was reading Psalm 37 when we came in, and her message was right from verse 25 of that Psalm, which we then read with her.

In several of our visits we sang “This Little Light of Mine” and were delighted to often have residents join in.  After we visited Bruce, we later heard him singing that song as we were walking down the hall.  What a special treat that was.

We also had a delightful visit with Eva Fields who looked so radiant that I took a picture of her with our group.  She told us the inspiring story of a time when she had visited people at Crown Bay with her dog, Ginger.  On one of those visits when Ginger put her head in a woman’s lap, that woman slowly put her hand on Ginger’s head.  The woman’s husband and the nurses were stunned because she hadn’t moved at all in a year due to a major stroke.  That woman’s recovery really progressed after the time with Ginger.

Another resident, Dawn, was being visited by her brother Chuck from Yuba City who was planning to move to this area to help her.  Turns out that he is Lutheran and asked about our church.

Our last visit was with another woman named Mary and when we sang “This Little Light of Mine” with her, she then taught us 2 more verses!

We had planned this time with the hopes of being blessings to the people we met there.  And that truly happened, but God’s bigger plan was what an incredible time of blessing it was for us, too.  In our reflections afterwards, there were many comments on the joy that we experienced there.

CHURCH PLANTING IN KENYA  2019

As you may have heard, I am going to Kenya again as part of the church planting program that I was part of last June.  It was such an amazing delight to share the Good News with people who really wanted to hear it!  They cared about their relationship with God and were willing to spend time talking with me and chose to trust Jesus.  And the joy of seeing the church building (which had no congregation the Sunday before) full of life on Sunday, July 1, 2018.  Wow!

This year the trip is June 22-July 3.  I will again be going with a team that is based near Portland, Oregon:  the Chehalem Christian Fellowship with my very dear friends, Phil and Denise Norby.  This will be their 20th church planting trip.

Like last year, we hope to have a team of 20 to 25 going. We will be doing house-to-house evangelism in the area around the location of the church building and at several schools and at prisons in that area.

I would appreciate your prayers:  for peace to continue in Kenya; for safety to travel to Africa; for our days in the field, going door-to-door, and at rallies in schools and prisons.  Churches that were previously planted in Kenya will assist us by sending their musicians and vocalists for worship opportunities.  Their pastors and members will assist in translation from English to the local languages.
I would also appreciate your prayers in raising support.  There is the requirement for me to gather my own support group - friends and family who will be praying for me and providing financial support as they are led.  While I can cover the cost of this trip, I have been directed to encourage my support group to chip in as they are able, as a point of connection to this God adventure.  Asking for financial support is my least favorite part of this adventure, but I did really enjoy letting my new friends in Kenya know that there was a large team of people who had helped me to come.  I wore a necklace on which I had a tied piece of ribbon with the name of each person giving me support.  It was a fun visual emphasizing the work of the Holy Spirit bringing us together in support of this work.  That made an impression on them.

FEBRUARY COUNCIL MEETING NOTES

Pastor Stephanie’s report

Our Sunday morning adult faith formation class is currently using By Heart, a study in Martin Luther’s Small Catechism.  This class is a wild success.  We have up to 18 people who join us for our discussions.  I think this indicates both a hunger for learning about our faith and a specific curiosity about the Small Catechism.

On Sunday, March 3, we will recognize over 35 years of Bertie Salisbury’s service to the nursery.  She announced on January 27 that she was retiring.

The website is almost ready to “go live.”  I’m still working on the content, but Patrick Fleischman has worked out the bugs that were keeping me from being able to do that.

Committee Reports
Property: The stove fire suppression system and the fire extinguishers have been serviced.  Karol Luque recommended that we use the same company for servicing both the stove system and the fire extinguishers.  She will see that this happens when the fire extinguishers need to be serviced next year.
The parsonage roof leaked in the last rainstorm.  John Kofranek patched where it was leaking.
As of January 31, we have received donations totaling $15,430 of the total cost of the 2018 roof project ($24,041.33).

Old/New Business:

The council approved the housing allowance of $3000, which Pastor Stephanie requested.  This money is tax free to her.  The housing allowance is requested by the pastor and approved yearly by the council.

The Mission and Service Committee would like to host a forum on March 16 for discussion of the Alameda Wellness Center, the existence of which will be decided by special election on April 9.  Doug Biggs from Alameda Point Collaborative will speak on Measure A.  Pastor Stephanie and Jessica are seeking a person who could speak about Measure B as well.  Because of some problems at a similar forum at Christ Episcopal Church, the forum may or may not be open to the public.  The council will vote on this by email after Jessica has collected more information.

The council approved the Fellowship Committee’s request that the proceeds from the 2019 Crab Feed be split between the EBLYP and Trinity’s general fund.

There was a discussion of council positions that are up for election at the May congregation meeting.  Anita Burnaford and John Kofranek are terming out this year (having served two 3 year terms), and the remainder (1 year) of Mark Schoenrock’s vacated position needs to be filled.  The terms of 4 other council members also expire this year, but they are eligible to serve again.  Candidate nomination forms will be included in the Sunday bulletin on March 24, 31, and April 7.

The date of the regular April council meeting falls on Maundy Thursday this year.  The council agreed to move the April meeting to April 11.

The next council meeting will be March 21.
